I} Description of Masah of the Head: Take both your wet
palms from the front of your head to the back of it until
the nape (not including the nape) wiping the head all
along, and bring it back the same way until the front of
the head.

lI} Description of the Masah of the Ears: Wipe the inside
of both the ears using the index fingers of both hands,
and the outside of the ears with the thumbs.

7} Wash your right foot, and then your left foot three times
both till the ankles including the ankles.

8} Proper care should be taken that every part is wet and
not leave any part dry.

The Prophet 4 said: Doing Miswaak is a cause of a cleansed
mouth, and of the pleasure of Allaah.

Doing the Miswaak anytime is recommended, and is also a
sunnah, however, doing it during the following five times is a
sunnah and also has a great significance.

1} At the time of making wuzu

2} At the time of the prayers

3} At the time of recitation of the Qur'an
4} When you wake up from sleep

5} When the state of one’s mouth changes

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Translation %

The Messenger has believed in what was revealed to him
from his Lord, and [so have] the believers. All of them have
believed in Allaah and His angels and His books and His
messengers, [saying], "We make no distinction between any
of His messengers." And they say, "We hear and we obey.
[We seek] Your forgiveness, our Lord, and to You is the [final]
destination." (285)

Allaah does not charge a soul except [with that within] its
capacity. It will have [the consequence of] what [good] it has
gained, and it will bear [the consequence of] what [evil] it
has earned.

In the morning, Allaah's Apostle 4 asked, "What did your prisoner do
yesterday?" | replied, "He claimed that he would teach me some words
by which Allaah will benefit me, so | let him go." Allaah's Messenger «:
asked, "What are they?" | replied, "He said to me, 'Whenever you go to
bed, recite from the beginning to the end Aayat-ul-Kursi
--'Allaahu Laa ilaaha illa huwal Hayyul Qayyum'--! He further said to
me, '(If you do so), Allaah will appoint a guard for you who will stay with
you, and no Satan will come near you till morning. The companions
were very keen to do good deeds. The Prophet «: said, "He really spoke
the truth, although he is an absolute liar. Do you know whom you were
talking to, these three nights, O Abu Hurairah?" Abu Hurairah said, "No."
He &£ said, "It was Satan.” (Sahih Bukhari: 2311)

W Dear Children! From the above Hadith we learnt that we should read
Aayatul Kursi every day before sleeping so that Allaah will protect us from
Satan, In-Shaa-Allaah.
